In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7 of the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885 (13 of 1885) and section 10 of the Indian Wireless Telegraphy Act, 1933 (17 of 1933), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Radio, Television and Video Cassette Recorder Sets (Exemption from Licensing Requirements) Rules, 1985, namely: -

These rules may be called the Radio, Television and Video Cassette Recorder Sets (Exemption from Licensing Requirements) Amendment Rules, 1994.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

In rule 4 of the Radio, Television and Video Cassette Recorder Sets (Exempted from Licensing Requirements) Rules, 1985, after the words “Such equipment without a licence from the Central Government the following shall be inserted namely: -


In the areas of Jammu and Kashmir, Meghalaya, Assam, Nagaland, Mizoram, Tripura, Manipur, Arunachal Pradesh and the Union Territories of Andaman and Nicobar Islands and Lakshadweep and Minicoy Islands.
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
