G.S.R.2286: -
In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7 of the Indian Telegraph Act,  1885 (13 of 1885), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules to amend the Indian Wireless Telegraph Rules, 1973 namely: -

1.(1)
These rules may be called the Indian Wireless Telegraph (Amendment) Rules, 1975.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2.
In rule 3 of the Indian Wireless Telegraph Rules, 1973 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules),

(i) for the words “Except as provided in the Convention or these rules or with the general or special permission in writing of the Central Government no person”, the words “No person” shall be substituted;

(ii) after the proviso, the following proviso shall be inserted, namely: -

‘Provided further that, if the Central Government is satisfied that it is expedient so to do in public interest, it may, by general or special order in writing, exempt any person from the operation of this rule or part thereof when the wireless telegraph station is established to meet operational communication requirements of a project”.

3.
In rule 9 of the said rules: -

(i) for the words “Except as provided in these rules or with the general or special permission in writing of the Central Government, no person”, the words “No person” shall be substituted;

(ii) After the proviso the following proviso shall be inserted, namely: -

‘Provided further that, if the Central Government is satisfied that it is expedient so to do in public interest, it may, by general or special order in writing, exempt any person from the operation of this rule when a station on board a ship or an aircraft is engaged in one or more of the specialized tasks like oceanographic survey, meteorological survey and oil exploration”.

In sub-rule (1) of rule 10 of the said rules: -

(i) for the words “Except as provided in these rules or with the general or special permission in writing of the Central Government, no person”, the words “No person” shall be substituted;

(ii) After the existing provisos, the following proviso shall be inserted, namely: -

‘Provided further that, if the Central Government is satisfied that it is expedient so to do in public interest, it may, by general or special order in writing, exempt any person from the operation of this rule when a station on board a ship or an aircraft is engaged in one or more of the specialized tasks like hydrographic survey, dredging and development of docks.”.
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
