In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7 of the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885 (13 of 1885) and section 10 of the Indian Wireless Telegraphy Act, 1933 (17 of 1933), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Radio, Television and Video Cassette Recorder Sets (Exemption from Licensing Requirements) Rules, 1985, namely: -

These rules may be called the Radio, Television and Video Cassette Recorder Sets (Exemption from Licensing Requirements) Rules, 1985, namely: -

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

In rule 4 of the Radio, Television and Video Cassette Recorder Sets (Exempted from Licensing Requirements) Rules, 1985: -

“a.
for the words “any television set or video cassette recorder set used or capable of being used for the reception of transient images of fixed and moving objects, by the use of special antenna of any type and associated front-end convertor”, the words “any special antenna including dish antenna and associated front-end convertor used or capable of being used for the reception of transient images of fixed and moving objects” shall be substituted ;

b.
for the words “such sets without an licence”, the words “such equipments without a licence” shall be substituted”.
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
