G.S.R. 806:-  In exercise  of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of section 4 of the Indian telegraph Act, 1885 (13 of 1885), and in super session of the Notifications of the Government of India in the Ministry of communications or the Department of Posts and telegraphs, as  the case may be, Nos.2434-OC/52(S.R.O.1879), dated the 5th November, 1952  WL-1/97/54 (S.R. 1241), dated the 7th June 1955 and I-4/61/BRL (G.S.R.1199), dated the 21st August, 1964, except as respects things done or omitted to be done before such Cessor, the Central Government hereby delegates to the telegraph authority the powers to grant licences on such conditions and in consideration of such payments as it thinks fit, to any person  to establish, maintain or work a telegraph within any part of India, subject to the restrictions that the telegraph authority shall not issue licences for establishing, maintaining or working any wireless telegraph except for cordless telephone in the public telecommunication network.  
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
