G.S.R.925: -
In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7 of the Indian Telegraph Act,  1885 (13 of 1885), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules together to amend the Indian Wireless Telegraph Rules, 1973 namely: -

1.(1)
These rules may be called the Indian Wireless Telegraph (Amendment) Rules, 1986.

   (2)
They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2.
In rule of 2 of the Indian Wireless Telegraph Rules, 1973 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules),

(a) In clause (b), for the words and figures “Malag Torremolinos, 1973”, the words and figures “Nairobi 1982” shall be substituted ;

(b) in clause (e), after the words “Ship Station”, the words “Ship Earth Station”, “Mobile Earth Station”, Mobile Satellite Service”, Space Station” shall be inserted.

3.
After rule 10 of the said rules, the following rule shall be inserted, namely; -

Operation of Ship Earth Stations: -

“10A.
Notwithstanding anything contained in clause (i) of rule 9 or clause (i) of sub-rule (1) of rule 10, any ship other than a ship of the Indian Defence Services may operate its ship earth station in the Indian territorial waters or, as the case may be, in harbours in India for communication through the system provided by the International Maritime Satellite Organization (INMARSAT) subject to the following conditions, namely: -

(i) such operation shall not be prejudicial to peace, public order and security of India.

(ii) It shall not cause harmful interference to other radio services operating within the boundaries of the territories of India ;

(iii) It shall give priority to distress and safety transmissions in accordance with the Convention ‘

(iv) Safeguards shall be taken as required by the Petroleum Rules, 1973 made under the Petroleum Act, 1934 (30 of 1934) during such operation in an area containing the presence of explosive gases, and, in particular, during operations relating to oil and other inflammable substances ; and

(v) The operation of Ship Earth Station shall be suspended in such of the Indian territorial waters or harbours as may be notified by the Central Government.”
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
